A: [Rabi] we are trying to get a release cadence of 3 months in order to keep the momentum going and to
allow for a dynamic way to get feedback and input from various communities without having to wait for long
before seeing the result. we expect the cadence to slow down when things become more mature and stable.

Q: What’s the difference been CNTTs NFVI testing vs. ONAP testing & certification? Testing &
Certification Expectations / Value ONAP vs. NFVI...

A: [Vincent] CNTT focusses on the NFVI while ONAP focusses on the VNF on-boarding and LCM. The CNTT
NFVI testing will leverage the OPNFV tests. Ultimately, testing will be leveraged to build certifications. This will
be under the OVP programme, which will cover both the NFVI certification, and the VNF certification.

Q: Who owns the specifications (RM, RA) & reference implementations - where do | go to begin
verification? Artifact hosting & maintenance — GSMA, LFN/OPNFV, etc.

A: [Rabi] For the short term, all CNTT artefacts are located in a single repository hosted by CNTT itself to make
sure we stay focused and aligned and minimize fragmentation. In the long term, we expect GSMA to maintain
the Reference Model, OPNFV to maintain Reference Implementations.

In terms of when to begin verifying, both NFVI Certification programme and VNF Certification programmes are
already launched by LFN through their OVP programme and vendors can start certifying their NFVI and VNFs
today via this programme today. There will also be a hack fest early next year for a more hands on work to go
though the tooling's, tests used and the process needed to get through the certification programme. The

program currently doesn't use CNTT artefacts, but we expect this to be the case as early as April next year. so
we encourage all vendors to get familiar with the tooling's and the process from today.

Q: What are CNTT’s goals & value proposition? A: Overall goals & value of CNTT (Need Antwerp
messaging on value).

A: [Mark] CNTT’s goal is to set NFVI standards and define a limited set of Reference Architectures that can be
verified and validated by OPNFV. By limiting variability in the VNF onboarding and testing overhead, costs are
expected to be reduced while improving time to market.

Q: Why do we need CNTT? A: Identify Defend Known Arguments to CNTT)

A: [Mark] The industry was fragmented and slow to innovate effectively and efficiently in leveraging network
virtualization technologies related to infrastructure required to run Telco operations. With 5G on the horizon,
pressure is building for more agility in the design and deployment of VNFs to support the expected growth in
network service driven business models. Developing a common NFVI addresses a portion of the business
model.

Q: What are CNTT’s future plans? A: Duration of CNTT & Integration into GSMA & OPNFV long term

A: [Mark] Once CNTT reaches a stable level of maturity, the process, artifacts, and management will be
handed off to GSMA & LFN to continue enhancing and management of the NFVI framework established by
CNTT. Target date for transition is still under discussion.

A: [Vincent] There is an existing NFVI certification, under the OPNFV Verified Programme. The current
requirement level is very low at this stage. CNTT will contribute to an improved certification. This is in the
CNTT backlog and discussion with OPNFV has started already.

Q: What is your roadmap for VM’s, for containerization, etc.? A: Containerized Cloud Plan, ONAP vs.
OSM, etc.

A: [Rabi] In terms of VMs vs Containers: The Reference Model is neutral and will not differentiate between them,
now it gets to how quickly we can create reference architecture to support VMs or Containers. we have already
launched the first release of OpenStack based Reference Architecture to support VMs, and it all goes down to
how mature Containers technology it is for Telco workload. we will start looking at Container based reference
architecture next, we are in close engagement with CNCF Telco user group to make sure we address any gaps
currently exist.

In regards to ONAP vs OSM: CNTT is MANO agnostic and our artefacts are not couples or targeting a named
MANO solution. CNTT is applicable to ONAP, OSM, or any other MANO solutions.
